15TH SUNDAY OF ORDINARY TIME
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The celebration of the Eucharist is central to our Catholic faith. The more we know and
understand about the Mass, the greater our response to God in living lives of service. Thisisthe third of a five-part series that will ook at
the basic elements of our Eucharistic celebration. This seriesis also available on our website.

At every Mass, the Catholic community gathers to hear the story of our salvation. Our
story begins with the Jewish people. Their tradition and oursistold in legends, myths, histories, genealogies, laws, customs, wise sayings,
prophecy, parables, letters and songs. Whatever form they take, these scriptures tell the story of a God who made and loved a people, a
God who chose a people who could reveal to all who God is. But, it is not enough to hear these words; we must recognize that these stories
are ours, that the people in them are our people; and that the God who called and loved them also calls and love us!

Our Catholic faith is formed by trying to live out the “Word of God” in our everyday lives. Thisis not only just
studying sacred scripture, but also the teachings and traditions of the Church. Our Religious Education program at St. Thomas More
provides classes during the school year for ages 3 through grade 12 with Sunday School, Elementary, Middle School and LIFE Teen
programs. During the summer there is Vacation Bible School as well as continuing events for Middle Schoolers and Teenagers. There are
many opportunities to serve in these ministries by being a catechist and/or volunteering for the Nursery during class times. A full time
Catholic school is available through Holy Family Catholic School, located 15 minutes from STM. Other faith formation ministries include
the Preschool Program, Eagle's Wings Retreat Center (primarily for Teens) and the Adult Faith Formation Ministry, which is an
opportunity for Catholic adults to learn about and grow in their faith. Next month we celebrate our call to Sewardship. There will be an
opportunity to learn more about all the ministries at STM and to join one or more if you'd like. Information on all the ministries at St.
Thomas More is available year-round by the Family Center.

Do you want to build a just society that respects life but you don®know where to start? It starts here, with the
issues affecting you and your family today! Jesus tells us that we are our brothers and sisters keeper. That teaching
is reflected in the socia teachings of the Catholic Church which state that human life is sacred and the dignity of
the human person is the foundation of amoral vision for society.
