16TH SUNDAY OF ORDINARY TIME 
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� ���� The celebration of the Eucharist is central to our Catholic faith. The more we know and 
understand about the Mass, the greater our response to God in living lives of service. This is the fourth of a five-part series that will look 
at the basic elements of our Eucharistic celebration. This series is also available on our website. 
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����� ���� ���� This segment of the liturgy refers to the part of the Mass that begins with the 
collection and the preparation of the Altar with the bread and the wine. We present the gifts of bread and wine; bless, break and take! What 
are we doing in these actions? Much of the answer lies in the word “Eucharist” which comes from the Greek meaning “thanksgiving”. Our 
thanksgiving is best expressed in the Eucharistic prayer which takes its roots from the ancient Jewish tradition of meal blessings. The 
prayer is an action that everyone in the church is meant to participate in as we involve ourselves fully when we join our hearts with the 
words spoken by the presider. In the end, “Eucharist” is what our life as Catholics is all about. Wherever we stand, in suffering or joy or 
confusion or routine, our life is always to be thanksgiving, always to be a sharing of God’s abundance with all in need. 
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����� ���� ������������������������������������ ���� The Eucharist is the center of our faith and we are asked to prayerfully live it out in our everyday 
lives. There are many ministries at St. Thomas More that help enrich our spirituality. Ministries with a focus on prayer include Adoration 
of the Blessed Sacrament, Centering Prayer, Christ Renews His Parish (CRHP), Holistic Touch, and the Prayer Line. Baptismal 
Preparation for Parents, Confirmation Preparation, Engaged Sponsor Couples, the Older Student Sacrament Program and the Rite of 
Christian Initiation of Adults (RCIA) focus on the prayerful preparation of receiving sacraments and living the Catholic life. There are 
many ways to serve during our liturgies as well:  Altar Servers, Art & Environment, Audio Ministry, Bereavement, Extraordinary Minister 
of Holy Communion, Extraordinary Minister of Holy Communion to the Sick, Lector, Linen Care, Ministers of Hospitality, and the Music 
Ministry are all ways in which parishioners enrich our worship. In August, we will celebrate our call to Stewardship. There will be 
opportunities to learn about all our ministries at STM and to join one or more if you would like. Information on all our ministries is 
available year-round by the Family Center. 
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 ����  The largest 
religious group in the United States is that of practicing Roman 
Catholics. The second largest group is non-practicing Catholics. In 
our parish, the Landings Ministry  is one way by which this parish 
welcomes those who, for whatever reason, have been estranged 
from the Catholic Church. Landings is a lay organization of 
Catholic Ministers, many of whom were at some point inactive in 
the Church themselves. This program is founded on the belief that 
“we do not have to be trained theologians to share what we believe, 
and to speak honestly about our faith, trusting in the Holy Spirit.”
