20TH SUNDAY OF ORDINARY TIME 
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Fr. Ralph is the founding pastor of our 
parish and this month he will be celebrating 
his 50th anniversary of priesthood. Fr. 
Ralph is honoring us this month with a 
four-part bulletin series on how our parish 
was formed. 

This week:  A Home is Built. 
 The St. Thomas More parishioners were and still 
are generous in the stewardship of their incomes as well 
as their time and talent. As a result, we were able to build 
our first two buildings within twenty-six months. That was 
made possible because of the amazing stewardship 
practiced by so many. Both our Finance and Building 
Committees were very active and had excellent leadership. 
We purchased the original, beautiful wooded 10 acres on 
which our church and education building was situated. 
Other buildings were erected during my administration 
and that of Father Elmer’s. 
 We conducted our first capital campaign a few 
months after the parish was founded. A parishioner led the 
campaign and there were many parishioner-workers. We 
were successful and thus we were able to begin planning 
the buildings. In August of that first year, we had a clean-
up-of-the-grounds day with an outdoor Mass and picnic on 
our new property. Many took part. Later we celebrated 
our ground-breaking in a big way and our church 
dedication was celebrated in an even bigger way.

No Gifts, Please 
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St. Thomas More is a parish committed to Stewardship.

 Why is the seating at a live concert or sporting event 
more expensive nearest the action than they are in the 
bleachers and end zones? Now that’s a “no brainer”. The 
closer we are to the performance the more we feel a part of 
the action. When we identify with the action in sight and 
sound our senses are stimulated and our enjoyment is much 
more intense. 
 So why is it so hard to sell the front seats in church? 
The front pews are generally the last to be filled. I look out 
and see fifty or sixty people standing in the foyer and a lot of 
empty spaces in the pews (Maybe we should talk to our 
hospitality ministers about that?) However, if that happened 
to you at a UT championship playoff, would you wait for an 
usher to lead you to a free seat up front? 
 Who are the “front pew” people in our parish? They 
are the ones who put their faith and their faith community 
first in their lives. They recognize their gifts and rejoice in 
them. They share from the top of their gifts and not what’s 
left over. They share their gifts freely and experience God’s 
will working through them. In difficult times they experience 
support and strength from the close relationships they have 
formed in their faith community. In all circumstances, God is 
the center of their lives. Now who wouldn’t want a front seat 
at this performance? I do want to warn you though that this 
choice is a little more costly in time, talent and treasure; but 
it’s worth it. 
 Are you still satisfied with the cheap seats or is this 
the time to come on down and kick your faith up a notch? 
What’s in your wallet?
