The Ascension of the Lord ! 
 

The Feast of the Ascension of the Lord commemorates Christ’s return to heaven 
under His own power forty days after His Resurrection. It marks the close of the 
visible mission of Jesus on earth, the reappearance in heaven of His total humanity 
glorified, placed in the position of honor at His Father’s side eternally. Christ has 
passed beyond our sight, not to abandon us, but to be our hope. Our hope is strong 
because Christ has not left us spiritually. He is present in His Signs – in His 
ministers, in His assembly, in His Word, and especially in His Eucharist. Next week 
we complete the 50 day celebration of Easter with the great Feast of Pentecost! 
Make Alleluia a household word during this Easter season and reflect upon what it 
means to be a ‘resurrected people’ in the ordinary of everyday living.
